Ex. Yes, I work for a development organization. Or, I am a student. Or, I am looking for work.

4. Your employer’s name (the organization), or the name of your place of education.

Ex. Center for Sustainable Development. Or, University of Nairobi. 

5. Does your organization have a website? What is it? Please put the entire address including http:// .
Ex. Yes. http://www.csd-i.org/ 

6. What is your job title, and what do you actually do. If a student, what field do you study?

Ex. Water and Sanitation Specialist. I promote water filters in village homes. Or, I am a student majoring in forestry.

7. Do you or your organization work on development projects where you would have the opportunity to talk to community members about their lives?

Ex. Yes. 

8. Why are you taking the course?

Ex. I want to make a career transition. Or, I want to learn how to work with donors better. Or, I want to have greater success in my projects.
9. What are you hoping to get from the course?

Ex. I’m hoping to learn how to design effective projects that can improve children’s health in the communities where I work.

10. Do you have any suggestions or requests from me that you would like to be included in the course?

Ex. I’m hoping that I can gain a better understanding of the meaning of impact.

Ex. I only have access to dialup Internet.
